CONSTITUTION

1. The name of the society is: OCEANSIDE YOUTH SOCCEBRCIETY.

2. The purposes of the Society are:

(a) To foster, develop, promote and govern the gans®odéer among all youths
within School District 69;

(b) To teach sportsmanship and emphasize fair play tanas;

(c) To teach respect for officials, coaches and plagesdl times; and

(d) To encourage and assist in the formation of yoatter teams within the

boundaries of Scholl District 69.

3. Upon the winding up or dissolution of the Socig¢he assets that remain after all
costs, charges, and expenses which are propetyéttin the winding up shall be
distributed to such charitable organization or aigations having a similar charitable

purpose in B.C. This provision shall be unalterable

BYLAWS

Here set out in numbered clauses, the Bylaws piayifr the matters referred to in
Section (1) of the Society Act and any other bylaws
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BYLAWS

Part 1 — Interpretation

1. (1) In these bylaws, unless the context othervasgires:
“directors” means the directors of the societytfgr time being;
“Society Act” means the Society Act of British Colbia from time to time in
force and all amendments to it;
“registered address” of a member means the membaedeess as recorded in

the register of members.

(2) The definitions in the Society Act on the dtitese bylaws become

effective apply to these bylaws.

2. Words importing the singular include the plural amnck versa, and words

importing a male person include a female personsacmporation.

Part 2 — Membership

3. The members of the society are the applicantsfarporation of the society,
and those persons who subsequently become membacsordance with
these bylaws and, in either case, have not ceadss members.

4. A person who
a. is named on the registration form as a parent ardjan of a player
properly registered with the society;
b. in any other case, pays the membership dues coitiety and is
approved by the Board of Directors;
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is a member of the society from the date of regjigin or the date of payment
of the dues, as the case may be, until the fingiod&e ptember of the
following calendar year, at which time membersihplsautomatically cease

unless renewed in accordance with this bylaw.

5. Every member must uphold the constitution and cgmyith these bylaws.

6. The amount of the first annual membership dues mistetermined by the
directors and after that the annual membership duest be determined at the

annual general meeting of the society.

7. A person ceases to be a member of the society by
a. delivering his or her resignation in writing to thecretary of the
society or by mailing or delivering it to the adssenf the society;
b. on his or her death or in the case of a corporatiardissolution;
on being expelled; or

d. on his or her membership lapsing in accordance byitaw 4.

8. (1) A member may be expelled by a special resaluticthe members passed

at a general meeting.

(2) The notice of special resolution for expulsionst be accompanied by a
brief statement of the reasons for the proposedIsimn.

(3) The person who is the subject of the propossdlution for expulsion
must be given an opportunity to be heard at theigeémeeting before the

special resolution is put to a vote.

9. All members are in good standing except a member s failed to pay his

or her current annual membership fee, or any athiescription or debt due
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and owing by the member to the society, and thelmeems not in good

standing as long as the debt remains unpaid.

Part 3 — Meetings of Members

10.General meetings of the society must be held airtteeand place, in
accordance with the Society Act, that the directizrside.

11.Every general meeting, other than an annual geneating, is an

extraordinary general meeting.

12.The directors may, when they think fit, convenesatraordinary general

meeting.

13.(1) Notice of a general meeting must specify trezg| day, and hour of the
meeting, and, in the case of special businesgaheral nature of that

business.

(2) The accidental omission to give notice of a imggto, or the non-receipt
of a notice by, any of the members entitled to irecaotice does not

invalidate proceedings at that meeting.

14.The first annual meeting of the society must bel nelt more than 15 months
after the date of incorporation and after thatmmual general meeting must
be held at least once in every calendar year diféelast preceding annual

general meeting.

Part 4 — Proceedings at General Meetings
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15.Special business is
a. all business at an extraordinary general meeticg@ithe adoption of
rules of order; and
b. all business conducted at an annual general meetuwgpt the
following:
(i) the adoption of rules of order;
(i) the consideration of the financial statements;
(iii ) the report of the directors;
(iv) the election of directors;
(v) the other business that, under these bylaws, dadig
conducted at an annual general meeting, or busthatss

brought under consideration by the report of tmeadors.

16.(1) Business, other than the election of a chairthe adjournment or
termination of the meeting, must not be conductedgeneral meeting at a

time when a quorum is not present.

(2) If at any time during a general meeting thexases to be a quorum
present, business then in progress must be suspentkthere is a quorum

present or until the meeting is adjourned or teatad.

(3) A quorum is 3 members present or a greater euithiat the members may
determine at a general meeting.

17.Subject to bylaw 18, the president of the socigty,vice president or, in the
absence of both, one of the other directors presauimt preside as chair of a

general meeting.

18.1f at a general meeting
a. There is no president, vice-president or otherctiirepresent within

15 minutes after the time appointed for holdingrieeting, or
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b. The president and all the other directors presentiawilling to act as
the chair,

the members present must choose one of their nuimiberthe chair.

19.(1) A general meeting may be adjourned from timén@ and from place to
place, but business must not be conducted at anim#id meeting other than
the business left unfinished at the meeting fronictvthe adjournment took

place.

(2) When a meeting is adjourned for 10 days or moaéce of the adjourned

meeting must be given as in the case of the ofigreating.

(3) Except as provided in this bylaw, it is not eesary to give notice of an
adjournment or of the business to be conducted atgpurned general

meeting.

20.(1) A resolution proposed at a meeting need naeeended, and the chair of

a meeting may move or propose a resolution.
(2) In the case of a tie vote, the chair does a@eha casting or second vote in
addition to the vote to which he or she may betledtas a member, and the

proposed resolution does not pass.

21.(1) A member in good standing present at a me@timyembers is entitled to

one vote.

(2) Voting is by show of hands.

(3) Voting by proxy is not permitted.
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Part 5 — Directors and Officers

22.(1) The directors may exercise all the powers amdlbthe acts and things

that the society may exercise and do, and that@rby these bylaws or by
statute or otherwise lawfully directed or requitedbe exercised or done by
the society in a general meeting, but subject, rleekess, to:

a. all laws affecting the society,

b. these bylaws, and

c. rules, not being inconsistent with these bylawat #re made from

time to time by the society in a general meeting.

(2) A rule, made by the society in a general mgetioes not invalidate a
prior act of the directors that would have beemi&that rule had not been

made.

23.(1) The president, vice-president, secretary, tneasregistrar and one or

more other persons are the directors of the society

(2) The number of directors shall not exceed 18urhing the officers named

in subsection (1) of this bylaw.

24.(1) the president, vice-president, secretary, asastirer shall be elected for a

term of 2 years, or for such lesser term as thelmeesmat a general meeting
may decide at the time of the election of the does All other directors shall

be elected for a term of 1 year.
(2) The directors must retire from office at theaal general meeting held in
the year their term of office expires and whenrtBaccessors are to be

elected.

(3) An election may be by acclamation, otherwisauist be by ballot.
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(4) If a successor is not elected, the person pusiy elected or appointed
continues to hold office.

25.(1) The directors may at any time and from timértee appoint a member as
a director to fill a vacancy in the directors.

(2) A director so appointed holds office only utitié conclusion of the next
annual general meeting of the society, but is leigior reelection at the

meeting.

26.An act or proceeding of the directors is not vatidrely because there are less
than the prescribed number of directors in office.

27.The members may, by special resolution, removeezdir, before the
expiration of his or her term of office, and magatla successor to complete

the term of office.

28.A director must not be remunerated for being oingcas a director but a
director must be reimbursed for all expenses nadgssand reasonably
incurred by the director while engaged in the adfaif the society.

Part 6 — Proceedings of Directors

29.(1) The directors may meet at the places they thin& conduct business,

adjourn and otherwise regulate their meetings aadgedings, as they see fit.

(2) The directors may from time to time set thergno necessary to conduct
business, and unless so set the quorum is a nyagditihe directors then in

office.
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(3) The president is the chair of all meetingshef directors, but if at a
meeting the president is not present within 30 teisafter the time appointed
for holding the meeting, the vice president musiachair, but if neither is
present the directors present may choose one iofinmber to be the chair at

that meeting.

(4) A director may at any time, and the secretanythe request of a director,

must, convene a meeting of the directors.

30.(1) The directors may delegate any, but not althefr powers to committees

consisting of the director or directors as thewltHit.

(2) A committee so formed in the exercise of thev@is so delegated must
conform to any rules imposed on it by the diregtarsl must report every act
or thing done in exercise of those powers to thikesameeting of the

directors held after the act or thing has been done

31.A committee must elect a chair of its meetings,ibno chair is elected, or if
at a meeting the chair is not present within 30utgs after the time appointed
for holding the meeting, the directors present wl@members of the

committee must choose one of their number to behlag of the meeting.

32.The members of a committee may meet and adjouttmegsthink proper.

33.For a first meeting of directors held immediateditdwing the appointment or
election of a director or directors at an annualtber general meeting of
members, or for a meeting of the directors at whichrector is appointed to
fill a vacancy in the directors, it is not necegdargive notice of the meeting

to the newly elected or appointed director or doescfor the meeting to be
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constituted, if a quorum of the directors is présen

34.A director who may be absent temporarily from BhtiColumbia may send or
deliver to the address of the society a waiveratice, which may be by
letter, telegram, telex or cable, of any meetinthefdirectors and may at any

time withdraw the waiver, and until the waiver ighdrawn,

a. anotice of meeting of directors is not requiredéocsent to that
director, and

b. any and all meetings of the directors of the sgciebtice of which has
not been given to that director, if a quorum of directors is present,

are valid and effective.

35.(1) Questions arising at a meeting of the direcam committee of directors

must be decided by a majority of votes.

(2) In the case of a tie vote, the chair does aweha second or casting vote.

36.A resolution proposed at a meeting of directorsanmittee of directors need

not be seconded, and the chair of a meeting mayrmopropose a resolution.

37.A resolution in writing, signed by all the direcsaand placed with the minutes
of the directors, is as valid and effective agdularly passed at a meeting of

directors.

Part 7 — Duties of Officers

38.(1) The president presides at all meetings of tugety and of the directors.

(2) The president is the chief executive officeths society and must
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supervise the other officers in the execution efrtbuties.

39.The vice president must carry out the duties oftlesident during the

president’s absence.

40.The secretary must do the following:
a. conduct the correspondence of the society;
b. issue notices of meetings of the society and direct
c. keep minutes of all meetings of the society andadars;
d. have custody of all records and documents of thegoexcept those
required by the treasurer;
e. have custody of the common seal of the society;

f. maintain the register of members.

41.The treasurer must:
a. keep the financial records, including books of actpnecessary to
comply with the Society Act, and
b. render financial statements to the directors, mesnied others when

required.

42.The duties of the registrar are to accept respoitgifor all team and player

registrations, and to provide liaison with affigdtassociations and societies.

43.(1) The offices of secretary and treasurer maydde by one person who is to

be known as the secretary treasurer.

(2) If a secretary treasurer holds office, theltotanber of directors must not
be less than 5 or the greater number that may lbese determined under
bylaw 23(2).
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44.In the absence of the secretary from a meetinglitleetors must appoint

another person to act as secretary at the meeting.

Part 8 — Seal

45.The directors may provide a common seal for théespand may destroy a

seal and substitute a new seal in its place.

46.The common seal must be affixed only when authdrimea resolution of the
directors and then only in the presence of thegmesrspecified in the
resolution, or if no persons are specified, inghesence of the president and

secretary or president and secretary treasurer.

Part 9 — Borrowing

47.In order to carry out the purposes of the socie¢ydirectors may, on behalf of
and in the name of the society, raise or securpdlgenent or repayment of
money in the manner they decide, and, in partiduamwithout limiting that

power, by the issue of debentures.

48.A debenture must not be issued without the authtioz of a special

resolution.

49.The members may, by special resolution, restretibrrowing powers of the

directors, but a restriction imposed expires at#vet annual general meeting.

Part 10 — Notice to Members
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50.A notice may be given to a member, either persgmealby mail to the
member at the member’s registered address, orimriggement published in
a newspaper of general circulation in the areangédfby School District 69.

51.Notice of a general meeting must be given at Igéstays in advance of the

general meeting.
52.Each member of the society is entitled, upon refgtes copy of the
constitution and bylaws of the society and suchycdall be provided by the

secretary.

53.These bylaws must not be altered or added to exgegpecial resolution.
